Day 1 Singapore -Taoyuan

Today you will take your flight to Taiwan and
meet our tour guide in Taoyuan International
Airport.

Day 2 Taoyuan/Taipei/Yilan (B)
First stop of the day is Chiang Kai Shek .
Memorial Hall, erected in honor and memory
of Chiang Kai-Shek. Follow by visiting Jiufen
Old Street, a famous old street attraction
outside of Taipei. The town inspired the setting
of Miyazakib s greatest fli
Filled with mouthwatering food and trinkets for
souvenirs, Shifen Old Street is a town rich in
culture and history and provide an excellent
gl i mpse at Tai wanos

(own Expenses)! Continue the food hunt at
Jiaosi Street tonight.

Yilan Riverside Hot Spring Minsu or Similar

Day 3 Yilan/Hualien/Taitung (B/L/D)
This morning, . Coach to Hualien via Su Hua
Highway to view the magnificent Pacific
Ocean Qingshui CIiff. Visit Taroko National
Park, the gorge was formed by rushing river
waters which have cut straight through the
marble and granite to create a beautiful,
narrow ravine with waterfalls and patches of
mist clinging to the mountains, surrounded by
subtropical forests. There are several notable
scenic spots in and near the gorge. Situated in
the national park, there is an Changchun
Shrine within the valley, where waterfall run at
the back of the shrine. Before

leaving Hualien, make a trip to Lingzhi Tea
House then to  Taitung. Tonight,
accommodate in Taitung hotel.

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Day 4 Taitung/Pingtung Kending  (B/L)
Upon arrival of Pingtung, Kenting National
Park, you get to see white sandy beach, blue
sky and sea! The tropical costal forest offers
colorful coral reefs and magnificent stalactites
underground. At Kenting, visit the Longpan
Park, looking around the vast green landscape,
along the coastline, as the sea melts into the
sky. In addition, go to the most southern tip of
Taiwan where the 3 seas meet. Accommodate
at Kenting Amanda Hotel, the Moroccan
themed hotel. At night, visit Kenting Street

Day 5 Pingtung/Kaohsiung (BIL)
Bid farewell to Kenting and head towards

b eKaahsiung qify. Get a ghanceatd exgegeace e

fruit picking at fruit farm (own expenses). Then
head down to Kaohsiung, Fo Guang Shan
Buddha Memorial Center, is Mahayana
Buddhist cultural, religious and educational
museum. The museum purportedly houses
one of the tooth relics of Sakyamuni Buddha,
the founder of the Buddhist faith. After that go
to Mei Nong Hakka Village and shopping at
Taroko Park. .At night visit Liuhe Night
Market, the highlight of the market is seafood.
There are many stands selling, crab, shrimp,
octopus, and squid.

Day 6 Kaohsiung/Nantou/Taichung (B/L)
After breakfast, visit Formosan Aboriginal
Culture Village earned renowned for its
popular theme area introducing Taiwanese
aboriginal culture and for its lush forest and
beautiful European Garden. An amusement
park and other entertainment attractions have
been added to the Village since 1992.

After that, you will visit the largest lake in
Taiwan, Sun Moon Lake. As the northern
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part of the island resemble the shape of a sun
and southern part like a moon, henceforth the
name of the lake. Visit Aboriginal Local
Product shop before head to Taichung. In the
evening, shop at the biggest and most popular
Taichung FengJia Night Market.
4*Taichung Grand Pacific Hotel or Similar

Day 7 Taichung/Taipei (BIL)
Visit Pineapple Cake Dream Factory to
understand how Taiwan famous Pineapple
Cake is made. Get a chance to purchase
snacks

and delights as souvenirs for your relatives
and friends in Singapore. Take a stop at
Taipei 101 (exclude observatory deck) and
Tienlu Galley. Visit Martyr& Shrine, see the
hoviored guards change their sentry duty, a
spectacular parade not to be missed. Lastly
shopping spree at Ximending.

Day 8 Taipei/Singapore (B)
Free till transfer to airport for your flight back
to Singapore.
