ENCHANTMENT OF SOUTHERN

XINJIANG

(Urumqi, Korla, Minfeng, Hotan, Kashgar, Kuga)

TC: CHN-GT12ESX

DAY 01 SINGAPORE — URUMAQ] (TRANSIT)

Assemble at Singapore Changi International Airport for
your flight to Urumgqi, the capital of Xinjiang. Afterwards,
the tour guide will pick up the group at the airport and
go to the hotel to rest.

DAY 02 URUMAQI — KORLA (500KM EST 6HRS)

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to visit Asia’s largest Wind Power
Station. Then go to the hometown of Fragrant Pear
Korla, Visit the Iron Gate Pass which is just located 8
kilometers in the northern suburbs of Korla City. The
outlet of the 14-kilometer-long steep canyon that
stretches upstream of the Peacock River was once a
natural strategic point for transportation between
northern and southern Xinjiang. Continue to Bosten
Lake, which is the largest lake in Xinjiang and one of the
largest inland freshwater lakes in China. Will enjoy take
a (cruise boat) here.

DAY 03 KORLA — MINFENG (780KM EST 9.5HRS)

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to Desert Highway of Zero
Kilometre Monument, you can take photos to
commemorate it. began crossing the Earth's second
largest desert - the Taklimakan Desert, located in the
center of the Tarim Basin. It is about 1,000 kilometres
long from east to west and 400 kilometres wide from
north to south. It covers an area of 330,000 square
kilometers. It is the second largest desert in the world
after the Sahara Desert in Africa. Next go to the Tarim
Populus Euphratica Forest, located in the middle
reaches of the Tarim River on the northeaster edge of
the Taklimakan Desert, it is the largest original Populus
Euphratica Forest Park in Xinjiang.

DAY 04 MINFENG — HOTAN (315KM EST 4HRS)

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to visit King of Walnut Trees,
There is a walnut tree from the Yuan Dynasty in Bagqi
Town, Hotan County. It is 560 years old, 16.7M high,
and 20.6M in crown diameter. It is enough for five
people to hold hands and hug. It still produces more
than 6,000 walnuts every year. It is known as Sacred
tree Yurungkash River and the Karakash River originate
from the Kunlun Mountains. Next continue visit Silk
Factory and Jade Plant Factory

DAY 05 HOTAN — KARGILIK-YENGISAR --
KASHGAR (520KM EST 4HRS)
(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive through Yecheng to the Yarkand

Mausoleum, is the tomb of the Omani Shahan, the
founder of the Twelve Mugam in the Uyghur music and
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poetry history. Continue visited the famous Yengisar
Knife Handicraft Street. Than drive to Kashgar.

DAY 06 KASHGAR — KARA KURI LAK E--
KASHGAR (200KM EST 3HRS)
(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to the paradise of Gezi Canyon to
visit the natural scenery. Go to the " Pamir Plateau ",
the source of thousands of mountains. Along the way
you will enjoy the Brenkou Sand Lake and the
wonderful scenery along the China-Pakistan Highway,
next to "The Father of Icebergs" -Lake Karakuri situated
at the foot of Mountain. The lake is more than 3,600
meters above sea level, covers an area of 10 square
kilometres, and has a water depth of 30 meters. It is the
largest of the many lakes on the Pamir Plateau. Then
return to Kashgar.

DAY 07 KASHGAR

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to the Id Kah Mosque. The largest
mosque in Xinjiang, located in the center of Kashgar city,
built in 1442. The mosque is an ancient architectural
complex brimming with strong Islamic colours and
showcasing rich ethnic styles. Next to The Tomb of
Xiang Fei is located in Kashgar and is the legendary
tomb of Emperor Qianlong’s beloved concubine.
Continue visit Gaotai Folk Residences at Kashgar Old
Town. Kashgar Old Town is home to the Uygur and you
can experience Uygur culture here. The houses are
made of mud and poplar wood. It is said that the houses
here are very solid, and many of them are hundreds or
even thousands of years old. Then go to visit the Sunday
Market and visit the Shop Street where wood works are
made on-site, with a variety of handmade products.

DAY 08 KASHGAR — AKSU (474KM EST 6HRS)

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to Aksu to visit Tianshan
Mysterious Grand Canyon. Tianshan Mysterious Grand
Canyon is located in Wensu County, also known as
Kurmish Atamuzha. There are many strange trees and
flowers and plants in the Shenmu Garden, with gurgling
water and shade.

DAY 09 AKSU -- KUQA (245KM AROUND 3HRS)

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to Wensu Grand Canyon.The
mountains in the valley are steep, cliffs, strange peaks
and rocks, all in various shapes and majestic. The
canyon changes with the mountain topography,
sometimes wide and sometimes narrow. There are
more than 50 branch valleys in the Grand Canyon. Next
continue to Kuga, visit Kizil Thousand Buddha Cave.
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The earliest Buddhist cave built in China. The most
artistic value is the more than 10,000 meters of murals
that have been preserved to this day.

DAY 10 KUQA - KORLA

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive to the Kuqa Great Mosque, a
famous Islamic religious building in the old city of Kuga.
Is a religious place for people who believe in Islam to
worship. And is the second largest temple in Xinjiang
after Kashgar Idiga Mosque. Next visit to Kizilgaha
Beacon Tower. The Kizilgaha Beacon Tower is one of
the most spectacular beacons preserved in Xinjiang.
Then go to Grand Bazaar is the largest farmers market
in Xinjiang. The old town in the Grand Bazaar is quaint
and has its own charm with just a few leisurely walks.

DAY 11 KORLA — URUMAQI (500KM EST 6HRS)

(Breakfast/Lunch/Dinner)

After breakfast, drive back to Urumqi. After arriving, go
to Erdaogiao Bazaar, there are a variety of ethnic
accessories, knives, blankets, and operators They are all
local Uyghurs. You can deeply experience the strong
ethnic atmosphere and personally experience the life of
the local Uyghurs.

DAY 12 URUMAQI — SINGAPORE (TRANSIT)

(Breakfast)

After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your flight
back to Singapore. We hope you have enjoyed your trip
with WTS Travel.
