DAY 1 : SINGAPORE - KATHMANDU
(Meal On Board / Dinner)

Sarangkot, situated on a
hillock at an elevation of 1,500 meters above sea
level, offers spectacular views of the sunrise
over the snowcapped mountains. (If you wish to
experience hiking, a one-hour mini trek to the
second hilltop can be arranged.)

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"Magic Land" of Nepal. Visit the Lakeside village,
Devi's Fall, Mahadev Gupteswor Cave, and a
Tibetan refugee camp. Here, you can experience
the Tibetan way of life, especially by observing
women knitting handmade carpets, renowned
for their exceptional quality.

6HRS) — NAGARKOT (EST. 1HR)
