DAY 01 SINGAPORE »)- VIENTIANE

(MOB)

Upon arrival Laos capital of Vientiane, transferred to
your hotel. Vientiane is a charming and fascinating
capital, with an interesting mix of Lao, Thai, Chinese,
Vietnamese, French, and American influences. After
a short rest, we start visiting the Wat Sisaket, the
oldest temple with thousands of miniature Buddha
statues, and the former royal temple of Wat Prakeo,
which previously housed the famous Emerald
Buddha Image. Next to Lao’s national symbol, That
Luang Stupa, you will have the opportunity to take
some pictures of the imposing Patuxay Monument,
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which is known as Vientiane’s Arc de Triumph.
Excursion to the Buddha Park, an enchanting
collection of Buddhist and Hindu sculptures on the
Mekong Riverside meadow and Friendship Bridge.
There are approximately 200 religious images dating
back over 500 years, which were created by a
mysterious monk spreading his philosophy on life
and to reveal his ideas about the universe. A
spectacular view of over the Mekong River at sunset
is a delightful way to end the day.

DAY 02 VIENTIANE - LUANG PRABANG

(Breakfast)

Early morning, Check out and pick up your meal box
for your transfer to High Speed Trian station for your
journey to Luang Prabang. The train departs at 08:30
am. Upon arrival at Luang Prabang Train Station, you
will transfer to town for lunch. After lunch, tour of
the magnificent Wat Xiengthong with its sweeping
low roofs, which represents the classical
architecture of Luang Prabang temple. We then
embark on a boat journey upstream along the
Mekong River, which also gives us a beautiful view of
the tranquil countryside as well as an interesting visit
to the mysterious Pak Ou Caves, two linked caves
crammed with thousands of gold lacquered Buddha
statues of various shapes and sizes left by pilgrims.
En route, we stop at the village of Thin Keo, Ban
Xanghai, where the local speciality of rice wine is
produced. Once back in Luang Prabang city you will
Visit Night Market. Overnight Luang Prabang

Hotel: Muang Thong Hotel or similar 4*

DAY 03 LUANG PRABANG

(Breakfast)

At dawn, monks from the various monasteries walk
through the streets collecting alms of rice. This
tradition is unique in Laos, being the only Buddhist
nation still preserving the rituals. You may wish to
start the day early to join the locals in the offerings.
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Continue to the local morning Phousi Market where
you will find local items such as dried buffalo skin,
local tea among the chickens, vegetables and hill-
tribe weavings. Then, we back to hotel for breakfast
and visit The National Museum (closed on Tuesdays)
at the former Royal Palace, which displays a lovely
collection of the artifacts reflecting the richness of
Lao culture dating back from the days of the early
kings right through to the last sovereign. Then, we
climbing Phousi Hill for an outstanding view over the
former royal capital and the Mekong River, there is
an excursion by road to the picturesque Khouang Si
Waterfall nestled in lush tropical forest. Return to
Luang Prabang. Free time in evening.

Hotel: Muang Thong Hotel or similar 4*

DAY 04 LUANG PRABANG - VIENTIANE

(Breakfast)

After breakfast, we will crossing Mekong river to
Visit Ban Chan (Pottery Village) , you will learn the
story of pottery in Laos, its role in daily life and how
these jars are made, as well as the different shapes
that the potter can transform the clay into. Continue
to Visit Elephant Village, short briefing about
elephants and enjoy the activities such as Elephant
Feeding: Get up close and personal with elephants,
Explore Elephant Village: Visit the elephant hospital,
museum, gallery and dung paper making facility.
Learn to communicate: Enjoy the impressive
experience of being a Mahout and how they
communicate and 1 hour elephant riding. After that,
you will be transferred to Luang Prabang High speed
Train station for departure to Vientiane. Upon arrival
transfer to hotel for check in. Free time at leisure.
